There are currently 31 ponds adopted (41%) and those volunteers removed numerous bags of trash in addition to 
miscellaneous branches and dead limbs.  Clean up reports are on file in the Engineering Department at the City.  In 
addition,  KRLT also did their river clean up on April 30, 2016.  In that event, 140 volunteers filled one dumpster with 
trash and 1/2 dumpster with compressed recyclables.  1 tire, a shopping cart, kitchen chairs, and other large items 
were collected from the river.  We also worked with another pond adopter to install and maintain two dog waste 
stations in the Royal Oaks neighborhood.  The stations holds bags for dog waste and also have a small trash can 
which the adopter keeps up.

Significant progress was made on the City-Wide Phosphorus Model in 2016.  Unfortunately an error in the software 
used for the original 2007 model led to lower TSS generation than what is actually being generated.  This means we 
have to include more ponds in the model in order to achieve TSS and TP goals.  Approximately 60 City, UW, and 
Private ponds have been modeled to date and we've reached 27.9% TSS Removal and 25.8% TP removal.  The 
TMDL perscribes 47% TP removal.  Final modeling as well as a plan to reach TMDL goals is due with the 2017 
annual storm water report.
